After estimating the unadjusted simulated export values using equation 1, they are corrected in equation 2 as follows:

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	Adjusted simulated exports values between countries i and j.

	Correction factor with the numerator and denominator representing the sum of observed or actual and the sum of the unadjusted simulated bilateral agricultural exports respectively to a group countries of which exports should have reached a potential due to regional integration, excluding the residual associated with the destination market. 


The export potentials are then calculated by taking the average on the adjusted and unadjusted simulated bilateral export values as follows:
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
